Scholarship Guidelines for Application

Purpose
To assist deserving high school seniors graduating from James B. Dudley High School in furthering their education at institutions of higher learning.

Eligibility Criteria
· Applicant must have been officially enrolled at JBDHS for at least two consecutive semesters prior to their senior year.
· Applicants must officially receive their diploma from JBDHS. Students enrolled at middle colleges who participate in sports at JBDHS are not eligible.
· Applicant must submit a sealed official transcript.
· Applicant must have been officially accepted into an accredited degree or certificate granting program located in the U.S. or abroad.  
· Applicant must submit two (2) typed letters of reference on official letterhead (when possible) where each letter is contained in a separate sealed envelope.  Each letter should contain the official signature (no digital signature allowed) of the recommender both on the signature line and on the envelope seal.  The contact information of the recommender (email address, current phone number) should also be included.  No recommendations from family members are allowed. 
· Applicant must have at least a C+ un-weighted G.P.A. (2.5/4.0).

Award Amount
The dollar amount received by each awardee will be determined by the members of the Dudley Alumni Association Scholarship Committee. The range of dollar awards distributed is dependent upon the total monies available for the year, the number of award recipients, and the recipient’s rank as determined by the scoring rubric used by the Scholarship Committee.  

Selection/Method of Reward
Selection will be made by the members of the Dudley Alumni Association Scholarship Committee. Awardees will be officially informed by the Committee via written notice, and the names of the recipients will be announced at the senior May capping ceremony. Once selected, the recipient is required to notify the Dudley Alumni Association with proof of admission to his/her school of choice and the due date for payment. The money will be sent directly to the school upon verification of the student’s enrollment. The scholarship is not renewable or transferable.
